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“It Is Finished”


Jesus said this and it is recorded in John 19:30. The text then goes on and says, “and he bowed his head, and gave up the ghost.” What is involved with the idea of it is finished? When we complete a job we can stand back and admire our work and then say, “It is finished.” When we come to the end of our work and are retiring, we can again say, “It is finished.” What all could be involved with the idea of Jesus saying, “It is finished?”


First, it could be that He had finished the work that His Father gave Him to do. God had a plan from before time began that man would need a Savior (Ephesians 1:4). This plan was being revealed to man when man sinned (Genesis 3:15). As man continued on his journey of life, God revealed more to him (Genesis 12:1-3).  This plan continued in more detail when Israel was about to die and he blessed his sons (Genesis 49). Judah was chosen out of the twelve sons that this course would come through. David was of that tribe and God promised him a son that would reign upon a throne. Jesus was that son and through Him all nations would be blessed in that He gave man the opportunity to be reconciled back to God (2 Corinthians 5:17-21). So when Jesus had completed this phase of the work, it was finished!


Second, all the types and antitypes have been fulfilled. As one studies the types he can appreciate the antitypes more completely. The picture has been painted. The meanings of all the types are fully seen in what Christ accomplished. Thus, when Christ said, “It is finished” truly the painting has been completed and the artist name has been signed. 


Third, the Sacrifice for the sins of man is also finished. When Jesus began His ministry John the Baptist introduced Him, Behold the Lamb of God, which taketh away the sin of the world” (John 1:29). The Hebrew writer says, “For then must he often have suffered since the foundation of the world: but now once in the end of the world hath he appeared to put away sin by the sacrifice of himself. And as it is appointed unto men once to die, but after this the judgment: So Christ was once offered to bear the sins of many; and unto them that look for him shall he appear the second time without sin unto salvation” (Hebrews 9:26-28). Then again, “By the which will we are sancitified through the offering of the body of Jesus Christ once for all. And every priest standeth daily ministering and offering oftentimes the same sacrifices, which can never take away sins: But this man, after he had offered one sacrifice for sins for ever, sat down on the right hand of God” (Hebrews 10:10-12). 


Fourth, the Law of Moses was completed. When the Law of Moses was completed it was taken out of the way and nailed to the cross. We are no longer under the Law of Moses. All that was to be kept under that Law we no longer have to keep. The sacrifices were under the Old law and we do not have to sacrifice animals because that law was fulfilled. There was the burning of incense and we no longer have to do that because we are no longer under that law.


There is a lot of meaning in the statement “It is finished.” It might mean a lot of things to you. You may have completed a job and now it is time to step back and say, “It is finished.” You may be retired and now for that job it is time to say, “It is finished.” Let us live the Christian life and be faithful all our days until they say over us, “It is finished.”
